The Lookout Tower Stewardship Contract is located in the central portion of the FMNF, in Berkeley County, and within 4 miles of Honey Hill, SC.  The Forest Service will receive sealed bids at the Supervisor's Office, at 4931 Broad River Road, Columbia, SC until 4:30 PM local time on August 2, 2011, for a combination of “non-saw product” (pulpwood and small sawtimber) and service work items associated with the stewardship contract.  Timber to be cut within the contract area includes an estimated 15,936 tons of pine non- saw product that is marked or otherwise designated for cutting.  In addition, there is within the contract area an un-estimated tonnage of pine sawtimber (incidental amount that is expected to be marked in corridors and log decks) that the bidder agrees to remove at a fixed rate.   The project also includes three mandatory stewardship service work items (25.0 acres of RCW mid-story reduction, installation of 4 artificial RCW cavities, and 5 acres of wildlife opening habitat improvement).  Bids will be evaluated on a best value basis, and bidders must submit a technical proposal describing how the stewardship service work will be completed, as well as a total value bid for the timber and the per unit rate for completing the stewardship service work item.  Offers will not be publicly opened or disclosed.  The Forest Service reserves the right to reject any and all bids.  A prospectus, bid form, blank technical proposal form, blank past performance form and complete information concerning the timber, the service work required in this contract, and the process to submit bids is available to the public from the Wambaw Ranger District Office in McClellanville, SC (phone number 843-887-3287) or the Forest Supervisor's Office, (phone number 803-561-4073).
