ASHTON/ISLAND PARK RANGER DISTRICT
TRAIL CLOSURE
PROHIBITIONS:

Pursuant to Title 36 CFR 261.50(a) and b(b), the following act is prohibited on the area, roads, and trails as described in this order, all within the Ashton/Island Park Ranger District, Caribou-Targhee National Forest from November 15 to April 15 annually.
1. Allowing Dogs on groomed ski trails.   36 CFR 261.53(e)
2. Snowshoeing on groomed ski trails.  36 CFR 261.55(c)
EXEMPTIONS:  

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50 (e) the following persons are exempt from this order:

1. Persons with a permit specifically exempting them from the effect of this Order.

2. Any Federal, State, or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty.

AREA DESCRIBED:
All groomed ski trails on the Ashton/Island Park Ranger District as identified on the Winter Travel Map.

NOTE:  
Dogs are allowed on the Harriman Hound Ski Trail beginning at Harriman State Park and routing through the National Forest then ending back at Harriman State Park (T. 12N. 42E. Sec 35.)
The above-described area is within the proclaimed and administrative boundaries of the Ashton/Island Park Ranger District, Caribou-Targhee National Forest.

PURPOSE:  

To reduce sanitation issues and mitigate user conflicts while alleviating maintenance costs associated with prohibited traffic.
IMPLEMENTATION:

1.  This Order will be in effect when signed and shall remain in effect until further notice.  

2.  Any violation of this prohibition is punishable by a fine of not more than $5,000.00 for individuals and $10,000.00 for organizations and/or imprisonment for not more than six (6) months.  [Title 16 USC 551, Title18 USC 3571 (b) (6), Title 18 USC 3581 (b) (7)].

3. This Order supersedes any previous orders prohibiting the same acts covered by this Order in the above described area.
