Recommendation Rationale 
 
A widespread species of moist to dry open woods and prairie from Quebec to BC and 
south along the Rocky Mountains to AZ and NM, south in the Great Plains to NE, and 
south in the Midwest to Missouri and Kentucky.  In R2, occurs in all FS units in WY and 
SD, and nearly all forests in CO.  In WY, it occupies mesic meadows and woods, and in 
CO in wet meadows and aspen groves.  Threats include overcollecting, grazing, invasion 
by leafy spurge, and agricultural development.  It is relatively well distributed across the 
region, but there are threats to its habitat.  We recommend that it be considered for other 
Emphasis Species lists.
