Recommendation Rationale

This species is found in all states in R2 except Kansas. It occurs in all portions of WY
except the southwestern corner of the state and is ranked S3. It occurs most abundantly in
R2 in BHNF. This species is widespread outside R2, occurring throughout the western
states, much of the Midwest, the northeast, and most of Canada. This species is found in
riparian areas, which are vulnerable to numerous management impacts.

We recommend this species not be identified as R2 sensitive, however, it could be
considered for other emphasis species in NFS areas in CO and NE.
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
