Winter 2011 Road and Gate Information
Westside Ranger District
POCATELLO, ID:  Winter conditions are just around the corner.  If you are planning to visit the Caribou-Targhee National Forest in the near future you’ll need to know about gate closures on the Westside Ranger District.  Many forest roads around Pocatello are gated to prevent travel when the road surface is soft and muddy.   All road gates are scheduled to be closed for the season on November 15, 2011.  These include the Box Canyon Road, South Fork of Mink Creek Road, Scout Mountain Top Road, Scout Mountain Road, Toponce Road, Elk Meadows/Crystal Road and the Pebble Basin Road, north of Lava Hot Springs, ID.  Gate closures may be delayed a few days if forest areas do not receive significant snow or rain storms.  
Motor vehicle use maps are available for free at our office or on-line at www.fs.usda.gov/goto/ctnf/districts/westside .   Travelers should also purchase a color visitor map which depicts land ownership, waterways and other details.  More information on gate closures and road conditions is available at the District Office, phone 208-236-7500 or stop in at 4350 Cliffs Drive in Pocatello.  The Westside District office is open Monday thru Friday from 8:00AM to 4:30PM, and closed on Federal holidays. 
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
