
In the summer of 1805, Lewis and Clark 
camped on the east flank of the Elkhorn 
Mountains.  In 1905, an American President 
with a lot of vision came riding in on a white 
horse. One of President Theodore Roosevelt’s 
Most lasting and significant  contributions to 
the world was  the permanent preservation of 
some of the most unique natural resources of 
the United States.  The Elkhorn Forest 
Reserve was permanently withdrawn (by 
proclamation) from the public domain in 
1905  (with an addition on the west in 1908)
