FOREST ORDER
National Forest System Road Restriction
Pursuant to 16 U.S.C. § 551 and 36 C.F.R. 261.50(b), the following act is prohibited on the described National.
Forest System Roads located on the Salida Ranger District of the San Isabel National Forest in Chaffee County,

Colorade: NFSR 307 (“Trout Creek” / “The Castles™), and NFSR 309 (south “Chubb Park”) also known as the
“Restricted Roads”.

The Restricted Roads are defined as National Forest System Roads (NFSRs) 307 and 309 (a.k.a. 307 - “Trout
Creek” / “The Castles”, and 309 - “Chubb Park™) located in:

*  NFSR 307 — that portion of NFSR 307 lying in SE1/4 Section 3 and NE1/4 NE1/4 Section 10, T. 14 8., R.
77 W., 6" Principal Meridian, Chatfee County, Colorado.

* NFSR 309 — that portion of NFSR 309 lying in the SE1/4 Section 3, T. 14 S, R. 77 W, and S1/2 Section
34, T.13S,R.7TTW,, 6" Principal Meridian, Chaffee County, Colorado.

The Restricted Roads are shown on the attached map hereby incorporated into this Order as Exhibit A.

The Order is necessary to provide short-term protection of public health and safety during the period(s) the Colorado
Department of Transportation (CDOT) and its selected Contractor(s) are completing rehabilitation repairs on the
U.S. Highways 24/285 concrete bridge which spans Trout Creek in the immediate area of the 307/309 intersections
with U.S. Highways 24/285 (see Exhibit A).

PROHIBITIONS

Being on the Restricted Roads - 36 C.F.R. § 261.54(e).
EXEMPTIONS:
Pursuant to 36 CFR § 261.50(e), the following, persons are exempt from this Order:

{0 Any Federal, State, or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or firefighting force, in the
performance of an official duty;

(2) Persons, engaged in a business, trade, or occupation in the area (e.g. CDOT’s hired private
Contractor(s));
3) Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or omission (e.g.

private landowner located in the nearby “Daley Gulch” area holding a Special Use Road Permit
off of adjacent NFSR 308 — “Mushroom Gulch™ see Exhibit A).
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TERM OF ORDER ISSUANCE

This Order shall remain in effect on April 30 through May 30, 2012, or until rescinded after all rehabilitation repairs
have been successfully completed by CDOT or its Contractor(s), whichever event occurs first,
