Yreka, CA - The Fort Complex is 3,970 acres and is 23% contained.

Good progress was made on the Lick Fire yesterday. Crews have constructed fire line
around this fire that has held for several days. Only one understory area burned enough
yesterday to put out a small plume of visible smoke. The Lick Fire is 80% contained as of today.

Crews are being shifted from the Lick Fire to the Hello Fire. Several crews have been
spiked out (camped) in the area on the fire. Firefighters are successfully improving fire line
around three sides of the fire and will work on securing the final 0.5 mile of fire line around the
perimeter. This fire continues to burn in the understory. The Hello Fire is 15% contained.

The Goff Fire continues to move northward away from residences along the Highway 96
corridor. Fire lines along Portuguese Creek and Fort Goff Creek and adjacent to private
residences on the south end continue to hold. Firefighters are scouting areas where the fire can
be safely contained in the northern area; old roads are being re-opened with bulldozers to access
this portion of the fire. Due to the topography of the Goff Fire area, this fire is expected to grow
due to the lack of safe and accessible areas for perimeter line construction. This fire is now 5%
contained.

Temperatures remain warm with a high of 98° and relative humidity of 15% expected for
today. Winds will be light at 3—7 mph from the south and southwest. Very little rain is expected
on Saturday.
