	Trail Highlights: This ridge trail follows the boundaries of the Bull of the Woods Wilderness and Opal Creek Wilderness areas.  The trail connects Bagby Trail #544 and Forest Road 7020.  The trail travels through patches of Alaskan Yellow Cedar, Mountain Hemlock Douglas Fir and Silver Fir.  Views of Mount Jefferson and the Three Sisters are found along the ridge.   

	Trail Description: This trail begins at Forest Road 7020-028 (3,960’) and ends at Bagby Trail #544 (4,520’).  From Forest Road 7020-028, the trail heads south towards Whetstone Mountain at a level grade.  After 1.9 miles the trail reaches the junction with the Whetstone Trail #3369 (4,080’).  From the junction, the trail continues to roll along the ridge for another 2.1 miles to the junction with Bagby Trail #544 (4,520’).  

	Regulations & Leave No Trace Information:
· Group size is limited to 12.  Stock are counted in the group size.  For example, 3 people riding their own horse plus a spare horse in the group for packing would make a group of 7.

· Plan Ahead and Prepare: Prepare for extreme weather, hazards and emergencies. 
· Travel and Camp on Durable Surfaces: Use established trails and campsites. 
· Dispose of Waste Properly: Pack out all trash, leftover food and litter.
