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SHOOTING REGULATIONS

Target shooting is allowed on national forest lands
except where posted closed (shooting closure areas)
Discharging a firearm, air rifle or gas gun prohibited from

one-half hour after sunset to one-half hour before sunrise.

It is prohibited to target shoot at anything other than:
cardboard, paper, manufactured metal targets specifically
designed for firearms, or manufactured thrown-type clay
pigeons. All remnants (including biodegradable targets)
must be removed from the forest and properly disposed.
Tracer bullets and incendiary ammunition are prohibited
It is prohibited to possess open containers of alcohol

It is prohibited to shoot less than 150 yards away from
any occupied area (including occupied roads and trails)
It is prohibited to shoot from or across a road or body

of water, into or within mines or caves

Damaging natural features including trees or shooting
in an unsafe manner or in a manner that may cause
injury or property damage is illegal

MOTOR VEHICLE REGULATIONS

- Motor vehicles are only allowed on designated numbered
routes as shown above and on the Motor Vehicle Use Map

- ltis prohibited to operate a vehicle recklessly, while impaired
or damage land, wildlife, or vegetation

- All vehicles must display a valid license or OHV sticker

- All vehicles must be equipped with a spark arrestor

GENERAL REGULATIONS

Respect private property

Campfires allowed when no restrictions are in place

Do not cut standing trees, living or dead

Campfires must be out cold to the touch when leaving the
campsite for any length of time

Remove all equipment, targets, vehicle parts, garbage,
shell casings, containers and other items from the forest
Those who litter will be prosecuted
