After successful completion of the application requirements outlined below, participating students shall submit a completed SF182 to her no later than April 16, 2013. June 10-24, 2013 - Inyo National Forest Supervisor’s Office: 351 Pacu Lane, Bishop, CA.  This class will accommodate 35 students, but will need at least 20 to proceed. June 24-28, 2013 - Danny Rhynes Training Center:  602 N. Tippecanoe Avenue, San Bernardino, CA This class will accommodate 40 students, but will need at least 20 to proceed. For more information on the training, please contact LEI Program Support Assistant Angelina Wise at (909) 382-2700, or awise01@fs.fed.us Participating students shall go the DRTC website to obtain and complete the SF182 and email it to drtc@fs.fed.us prior to the first day of class.  
Please pay particular attention to the applicant nomination and selection process outlined below.

Prior to class, all students must be fingerprinted and have a background check completed specifically targeted for Forest Protection Officer duty, or they will not be permitted to attend the training.  A completed background check means the background form has been submitted by the student, the student has been fingerprinted and the background investigation results have been received by the Patrol Captain or LEI Program Support Assistant on your Forest.   Again, this must be done prior to being accepted into the training.  
It would be wise to start this process as soon as possible.  Final approval and FPO designation will only be granted upon a successful report to the background check.  

​Application process: NOTE: conventional (inked and rolled) fingerprint cards will not be accepted.

       *FPO candidate must be referred to the forest Patrol Captain by their supervisor.

* FPO candidate submits a FS 5300-9 (background check) to the forest Patrol Captain.

* FPO candidate obtains a LiveScan fingerprint form from the Forest Patrol Captain.

* FPO candidate will be fingerprinted using LiveScan at a local law enforcement agency. 


(Candidates located in South Zone may contact LEI Program Asst. Jill Evans at (626) 574-5356 to schedule Live Scan fingerprinting at the Angeles LEI office in Arcadia, Ca.)

 *FPO candidate must pay local agencies for the LiveScan service at the time they are fingerprinted

Tuition will be in the $200 to $300 range, depending on the number of students in either course.  Additional information and course details will be provided as candidates are confirmed in the training.
