Duties:  This position is located on a Forest Service nursery unit.  The position provides 

technical assistance to professional and technical nursery/tree improvement personnel by 

accomplishing biological support work.  The incumbent is responsible for performing a 

variety of recurring and complex duties in support nursery work. 



Serves as a crew member, or works independently in preparing and maintaining plant 

production fields.  This includes but is not limited to preparing and maintaining irrigation 

systems, and maintaining a weed control program. 

 

Performs various types of laboratory, field and greenhouse work; including pollen and 

seed cleaning, stratification, sowing, media preparation, fertilizer preparation and 

application, chemical analyses, or inoculation studies, and maintains accurate records. 

 

Serve as crew member, or works independently making examinations and inventories of 

trees, seedlings and other plants.  Following prescribed guidelines, records disease and 

insect status and plant condition information, such as severity of damage, vigor, age, 

height, diameter, site, and exposure. 

 

The work requires physical exertion, and is considered as “field work.”  This means it has 

risks and discomforts from such as lifting, use of hand tools, inclement weather, extremes 

in temperature, bending, and walking.   

 

About the Lucky Peak Nursery 

 
The LPN, a unit of the Boise National Forest, is the seedling production and seed 

processing facility for the Intermountain Region of the USDA Forest Service. The LPN 

was established in 1959 to meet the reforestation needs of the National Forests and other 

governmental agencies (e.g. BLM, IDFG) in southern Idaho, Utah, Nevada and western 

Wyoming. Annually, the LPN produces over three million tree seedlings (equal mix of 

bareroot and greenhouse-grown), as well as processes over 3000 pounds of native forb 

and grass seed. The LPN is located approximately 15 miles north of Boise, on SH 21.

Idaho City is located approximately 15 miles of the Lucky Peak Nursery.  It is a quaint, 

historic mountain community of approximately 500, and is the county seat of Boise

County with tourism and timber as the primary industries.  Idaho City has limited 

services and offers the following on a year round basis: groceries, fuel service station, 

restaurants and many small shops along Main Street with preserved historic buildings 

from the mining era of the 1860’s.  Two Laundromats, two motels, a medical clinic, and a 

post office round off the amenities.  Public services include the Basin District public 

school (K-12) with approximately 300 students, the Senior Center, Boise County Public 

Offices, Sheriff’s Office, Boise Basin Library, and the Idaho City Volunteer Fire 

Department.  Churches include the Idaho City Christian Center, St. Joseph’s Catholic 

Church, the Church of Jesus Christ, Latter Day Saints, and the First Baptist Church of 

Boise Basin.  Housing is available in Idaho City and in numerous rural subdivisions 

between Idaho City and Boise off of Highway 21.  Housing prices begin in the lower 

$100,000 price range.  Rentals are scarce.   

 

Elevations range from 3200 to 8800 feet.  The climate is generally dry with plentiful 

sunshine year around.  Annual precipitation in Idaho City is approximately 15 inches, 

with most of it occurring as snowfall.  Winter temperatures range from a high of 35-40 

degrees F, to lows just above zero.  Summer temperatures range from a high of 80’s to 

the upper 90’s, to lows in the 40’s.
