
ORDER NO. 13.6

TEMPORARY SHOOTING PROHIBITION
SAN BERNARDINO NATIONAL FOREST

pursuant to 16 USC 551 and 36 CFR 261.50(a), and to provide for public safety and

protect natural resources, the following act is prohibited within the Front Country Ranger

District of the San Bernardino National Forest. This Order is effective from June 13'

2013, through the end of the Official 2073 Ftre Season'

Discharging a firearm, air rifle, oI gas gun in the 1N09 Shooting Area' The 1N09

Shooting Area includes all National Foiest System lands within 200 yards of

Forest Road No. 1N09, starting at the intersection of Forest Road No' 1N09 and

Forest Road No. 1N21, then continuing east along Forest Road No' 1N09 to its

intersection with Forest Road No. 1N16. 36 CFR 261.58(m).

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(e), the following persons ale exempt from this Order:

1. Any Federal, State or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire

fighting force in the performance of an official duty'

2. Persons with a permit from the Forest Service specifically authorizing the

otherwise prohibited act or omission'

This prohibition is in addition to the general prohibitions in 36 CFR Part 261, Subpart A'

A violation of this prohibition is punishable by a fine of not more than $5.000 for an

individual or $t0,0b0 for an organization, or imprisonment for not more than six months'

or both. 16 USC 551 and 18 USC 3559,3511, and 3581'

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Forest Order - 1N09 Target Shooting Prohibition

Jody Noiron, Forest SuPervisor
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Due to extreme andhazardous fire conditions on the San Bernardino National Forest, I have

decided to implement a temporary prohibition of all recreational target shooting areas along

Forest Road No. 1N09. The restriction will begin on June 13,2Ot3 and continue through the end

of the official 2Ol4 fue season.

The San Bernardino National Forest has one of the most dramatic wildfire histories of any

National Forest. Wildfires burn an average of 10,000 acres annually, with fires exceeding 300

acres causing the majority of the resourct damage and loss of life and properly' Historic pattems

show the most severe wildfire losses occur during the months of October and November;

however, fire activity occurs throughout the year and large, wind-driven wildfires have occumed

in every month. The proximity of ihe Forest to large population centers and continuing

develoiment within the wildland-urban interface create situations where the potential for

catastrophic property damage and loss of life is high'

With regard to weather conditions, the low and intermediate elevations of the San Bemardino

Nationai Forest, like most of Southem California, have a Mediterranean-type climate. The Forest

experiences relatively mild winters with limited precipitation and long, hot, dry summers'

With regard to fuel types, chaparral vegetation is the predominant fuel type on the slopes above

and below Forest noaO No. 1N09. Fuel moisture samples were taken in the immediate vicinity

of Forest Road 1N09. The fuel moisture is approximately 75 percent.

These conditions indicate that once fires become established, they will likely have a very high

resistance to control, strong potential for extreme fire behavior, and rapid rates of spread even

with minimal wind.

Fire Management staff will take the following actions to minimize the occurtence of wildfires:

1. Continue to monitor weather conditions on a regular basis'

Z. Continue to monitor fuel conditions, Burning Indices and Energy Release Components'

3. Co-ordinate actions with representatives of neighboring Federal land management

agencies, State resource and fire agencies, County fire departments and local co-operators'

4. Co-ordinate with the Forest Public Information Specialist in developing and

disseminating information regarding conditions and restrictions to the media and the public'
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5. Ensure appropriate posting of restrictions along 1N09 and appropriate access routes.

Issuance of this Order was discussed during a June 3,2013 meeting between the Forest

Supervisor, Fire Management, District Rangers, Recreation Staff and Law Enforcement

peisonnel. The order is consistent with Title 36 of the Code of Federal Regulations Sub-part B,
^Section 

261.50(e) (1) which allows Forest Supervisors to exempt specified persons from

prohibitions contained in an Order.

I have concluded that this decision may be categodcally excluded from documentation in an

Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) or Environmental Assessment (EA) under the National

Environmental policy Act. This action falls within the category identified in 36 CFR 220.6(d)(l)

- prohibitions to provide short-term resource protection or to protect public health and safety -
urrt do", not requlre documentation in a decision memo, decision notice, or record of

decision. pursuant to 36 C.F.R. $ 215.12(f), this decision is not subject to administrative appeal.

I have determined that there are no extraordinary circumstances associated with this temporary

prohibition. It will promote retention of natural vegetation that will help stabilize the steep

,lop", and highly erosive soils located within the prohibition area; protect threatened and

endangered ,p".i.r, and their habitats, that could be damaged or destroyed by a fire caused by

target-shooting along 1N09; minimize impacts on flood plains, wetlands, and municipal

watersheds within the prohibition area; enhance the protection of inventoried roadless areas in

the vicinity of 1N09; and protect Native American religious or cultural sites, archaeological sites

or historicproperties that could be damaged or destroyed by a fire originating from target

shooting.

The procedures for legal notice and opportunity to comment (36 CFR 215.4) do not apply to this

project. Implementation of the decision may begin immediately.
