Calcasieu Ranger District -
  The Calcasieu District includes two separate land areas 
called Units, the Evangeline Unit and the Vernon Unit 
which total over 182,000 acres.  
  Visitors to this District can enjoy panoramic views from 
the shores of Kincaid Reservoir or walk through park-
like longleaf pine forests There are also over 190 miles of 
dispersed trails for visitors throughout the District.  

Caney Ranger District - 

     The Caney District includes three separate land areas, 
the Caney Lakes Unit, Middle Fork Unit, and Corney 
Lake Unit which total over 32,000 acres. District visitors 
can enjoy a wide variety of recreation opportunities at the 
Caney Lakes Complex and the Corney Lake Complex. 
The Sugar Cane National Recreation Trail will reward 
the hiker with views of many different plants & animals. 

Catahoula Ranger District -
       Visitors to the Catahoula District can enjoy the pic-

turesque setting at Stuart Lake Recreation Complex, view 
wildlife at the Iatt Lake Observation Pier , or visiting a 
hiking, biking, or OHV trail. The District totals 121,500 
acres including part of the National Catahoula Wildlife 
Management Preserve.  

Kisatchie Ranger District -
        Visitors to the Kisatchie District can enjoy 

panoramic views from sandstone bluffs of Longleaf . The 
visitor will experience cool currents, white sandy 
beaches, and rocky rapids at Kisatchie Bayou Recreation 
Area. Experience a wilderness challenge in the Kisatchie 
Hills Wilderness, or ride your ATV on the Sandstone 
Trail. 

Winn Ranger District -
    Visitors to the Winn District can experience the recrea-
tional serenity of an upland pine ecosystem, visit the 
historic past of the Gum Springs Recreation Complex, 
camp and ride at the Gum Springs Horse Camp and Trail, 
or float along the bottomland hardwood forest of scenic 
Saline Bayou National Wild and Scenic River. The 
District encompasses over 164,000 acres including part 
of the National Catahoula Wildlife Management Pre-
serve.
