Reality Specialist Officer GS-1170-9/11 position. This is a Supervisor’s Office position with a duty
station located at the Santa Lucia Ranger District Office, Santa Maria, California. This notification is
being circulated to inform prospective applicants of this opportunity and to determine interest.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF DUTIES: Performs as a Lands Special Uses Officer primarily for the two
northern ranger districts, Monterey and Santa Lucia. This position is responsible for administering
the lands program and all aspects of a wide variety of lands special use facilities and activities
including communications uses, linear rights-of-way, energy uses, observatory, water systems,
commercial filming, apiaries, and resource monitoring. Some special use authorizations cross
administrative boundaries, such as telephone and electric lines. Duties include evaluating simple
and complex proposals, creating and tracking cost recovery agreements, coordinating NEPA
analysis, serving on ID teams to develop appropriate environmental documents, developing project
records, and updating files and databases. Performs field inspections, research, and file reviews to
determine compliance with authorization terms and conditions and takes appropriate follow up
actions. Prepares all necessary correspondence, records, and authorization documents. Assists
with meeting forest targets for administering permits to standard.

Communicates clearly with line officers, forest staff, other resource specialists, contractors, and
authorization holders on policies, laws, regulations and local conditions. Maintains contacts and
uses good oral and written communication skills with private individuals, business representatives,
other government agencies, and other organizations.

Advises line officers and forest staff on land status issues, opportunities for land adjustments,
boundary management including encroachments, access issues, and title management.

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FOREST: The Los Padres National Forest resides along the Central Coast of California with
countless activities and attractions. There are numerous world-class beaches and communities
within 1 %2 hours from the Supervisor’s Office including the communities of Carpinteria, Camarillo,
Goleta, Lompoc, Montecito, Ojai, Santa Barbara, Santa Maria, Santa Ynez, and Ventura; many other
desirable communities with smaller populations are also in the area.

The nearly 1.8 million acres of Los Padres National Forest lands vary from the Big Sur coast to the
Los Angeles County line, from sea level to the 8,831 ft.
