Head north on US-26, Cache St. towards the National
Parks, follow US-26 E to Blackrock Ranger Station,
located on the right-38.1 miles- about 42 min from
Jackson.

To Moccasin Basin Travel east on US-26 E for 24.1
miles- about 33 min. Turn right onto Moccasin Basin
Rd. (look for PINK flagging!) and travel 3 miles to
the Forest Boundary .

In the Mountain West, five-needle white pines play a
critical role in ecosystem stability. High mountain
elevation Whitebark Pine stands out as the species
most in need of protection and restoration because of
its significant contributions to the ecosystem and its
unique susceptibility to invading threats. Whitebark
pine plays a substantial role in animal biodiversity of
western forests. Together we can make a difference by
planting 1000 seedlings and help to restore whitebark
pine on the Bridger-Teton National Forest and aid
the restoration of this keystone species of the Greater
Yellowstone Area.
