The Landfill Fire is located on the north slope of Horse Heaven Mountain, approximately 

one mile south of the town of Speedwell in Wythe County.  It is east of Highway 21 and 

south of the Speedwell Landfill.

Overview 

Significant progress was made in containing the Landfill fire, as firefighters completed 

burnout operations on Wednesday.  Crews will continue mopping up and patrolling the 

fire perimeter on Thursday, with full containment expected on Friday.  Rehabilitation of 

constructed hand and dozer line will continue until all necessary repairs have been made. 

 

**NOTE** Forest Service Road 14 (CC Camp Road) is now open to the public.  

However, the Area Closure remains in effect beginning with the national forest 

boundary north and west of Forest Service Road 14. 

Fire Cause 
The fire was reported late Tuesday night, November 12, 2013.  The cause of the fire is 

under investigation.
