Tallac RV Volunteer Session Descriptions

Session 1

This session focuses on opening up the Site.  This means taking down lots of shutters, turning on water to all of the buildings, doing any repair work necessary after winter storms, and taking care of the landscaping before the Site opens.  This is also when all of the buildings and rooms are reopened, and dressed with the artifacts and materials that were put away in the fall.  The Site is not generally open to the public during this session until the last week or so.  After Memorial Day the Tallac Site opens the museum and starts providing tours as staffing allows.  

Session 2

This session focuses on interpretive programs and running the museum.  During session II the Site is open full time to the public 7 days a week (hours vary each year but it’s generally from 10 am until 4 pm) and many different types of tours are provided.  Maintenance and restoration projects also continue, especially gardening, painting, getting our antique vehicles up and running and restoration work- session 2 provides a perfect opportunity to get many of these tasks completed as the weather is mild but visitation has yet to explode.  
Session 3

Session 3 is very similar to session 2, however we also plan and provide our biggest living history event during the second full weekend in August- The Great Gatsby Living History Festival.  This festival celebrates the 1920s on the Site with tours, games, vendors, food, antique vehicles and a speakeasy.  This is a big undertaking for the Site and everyone is involved.  Since it’s a weekend event all volunteers are expected to work an extra day that week.  It’s very fun, but tiring, this is a great session for volunteers with an acting, drama, sewing or event planning background. 
Session 4

Session 4 mostly closes up the Site, but the museum stays open and some tours continue to be offered through the end of September.  This is a beautiful time to volunteer in Tahoe, the aspen trees change color and the visitors are typically of an older demographic and are very interested in everything we provide.  Once the Site does close to the public we reverse the jobs of session 1- put the shutters up, turn off the water and put all of the artifacts and textiles away for the year.  This session is very weather dependent, both tasks and how long volunteers stay on site are negotiated each year based on weather.  
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
