Reviews and evaluates the Forest
vegetation resource to determine the Forest's capacity to meet potential sale quantity, protection
needs and regeneration capability. Serves as the Forest contact for vegetation, fuels, and timber
management-related issues within the region and with other National Forests. Serves as the
Forest-level specialist with responsibility for technical expertise and development and/or review of
timber sale planning, sale and contract preparation, administration, post-sale treatments,
silviculture, and forest-pest management.
