APPLY ONLINE at www.USAJOBS.gov
Step 1:  Create a USAJobs account (if you do not already have one) at www.USAJOBS.gov.  It is recommended that as part of your profile you set up automatic email notification to be informed when the status of your application changes.  If you choose not to set up this automatic notification, then you will have to log into your USAJOBS account to check on the status of your application.

Step 2:  Create a resume with USAJOBS or upload a resume into your USAJOBS account.  You may want to customize your resume to ensure it documents duties and accomplishments you have attained that are directly related to this position, so your application will meet required qualifications.

Step 3:  Search for the job announcement number.  (Note:  Temporary job announcements are NOT open at this time.  If you respond to the outreach notice, we will contact you with the information necessary to apply for open positions.  Questions regarding a specific position or office/station location should be directed to the contact name listed in the table).  You can update your application or documents anytime while the announcement is open.  Simply log into your USAJOBS account and click on “Application Status”.  Click on the position title and then select “Update Application” to continue.
