NI = (Not Inspected or Limited Inspection): The system or component was not inspected due to safety concerns, inaccessibility/concealment, or seasonal/weather conditions. "Limited Inspection" indicates that the system or component is not an integral part of this inspection; however, it was observed and evaluated to a limited extent.
