Water from
the river is available but should be boiled before using.
Water quality testing is not performed on open water
sources.

¢ Keep family pets on a leash at all times.

¢ Use the grill or fire ring provided and make sure your fire
is dead out before leaving. Use only water, not soil. Use
only dead and down wood.

¢ Check ahead. Campfires may not be allowed during fire
restrictions.
