An addiƟonal 
fee will be charged for an extra vehicle if the parking spur 
will accommodate it. 
 Vehicle=Any equipment that is required to be 

licensed/registered. Includes RVs, trailers, cars/trucks, 
boat/car trailer, motorcycle/atv, etc. Vehicles parked 
in a truck or on a trailer are not counted separately. 

Keep family pets on a leash at all Ɵmes. 
Use the grill or fire ring provided and make 
sure your fire is dead out before leaving. Use 
only water, not soil.  Use only dead and down  
wood.

 Caples Lake Resort: restaurant, store, boat rentals, 
fishing licenses, phone, cabin rentals. 

 Kirkwood Ski Area: restaurant, store, post office, room 
rentals, gas, phone, fishing licenses, summer recreaƟon 
program.. 

 EID Boat Launch, Public phone available. 
 Kit Carson Lodge: boat rentals, cabin rentals, restaurant, 

store, laundromat, phone.
