OHV’s must 
be trailered to staging areas and authorized routes in the 
Bear River Reservoir area. 

 Keep family pets on a leash at all Ɵmes. 

Make sure your fire is dead out before leaving. Use only 
water, not soil.  Use only dead and down  
wood. 

Check ahead. Campfires may not be allowed 
during fire restricƟons.
