The fuel properties model uses fire in the experiment. We take safety very seriously. We will need an open area to conduct this experiment, like a basketball court or parking lot. To avoid any chance of starting a fire, we will not be able to conduct this experiment if it is windy. Please check in with your principal to ensure that we are able to do this activity. 

Because we will be discussing and experimenting with fire, we want to make sure that families are informed. As fires have increased in severity and frequency, more of our students have been directly or indirectly impacted by fire. We have shared a letter for you to distribute to parents to ensure we are not at risk of retraumatizing students in your class. While we think this is a key topic to address in class, we also want to ensure that all of our learners feel safe.
