     O perating  a motor v eh icle on N ational Forest System
roads, N ational Forest System trails, and in areas on
N ational Forest System lands carries a g reater
responsibility th an operating  th at v eh icle in a city or oth er
dev eloped setting . N ot only must you
know and follow  all applicable traffic law s, you need to
sh ow  concern for th e env ironment as w ell as oth er forest
users. T h e misuse of motor v eh icles can lead to th e
temporary or permanent closure of any desig nated road,
trail, or area. As a motor v eh icle operator, you are also
subject to State traffic law, including  State requirements
for licensing , reg istration, and operation of th e v eh icle in
question.

     Motor v eh icle use, especially off-h ig h w ay v eh icle use,
inv olv es inh erent risks th at may cause property damag e,
serious injury, and possibly death  to participants. Driv e
cautiously and anticipate roug h  surfaces and features,
such  as snow, mud, v eg etation, and w ater crossing s
common to remote driv ing  conditions. By your
participation, you v oluntarily assume full responsibility for
th ese damag es, risks, and dang ers. T ake care at all times
to protect yourself and th ose under your responsibility.

     Much  of th e Camino Real Rang er District is remote.
Medical assistance may not be readily av ailable. Cellular
teleph ones do not w ork in many areas of th e Camino Real
Rang er District. T ake adequate food, w ater, first-aid
supplies, and oth er equipment appropriate for th e
conditions and expected w eath er.

     It Is prohibited to possess or operate a motor vehicle
on National Forest System lands on the Camino Real
Ranger District other than in accordance with these
designations (CFR 261.13)

     V iolators of 36 CFR 261.13 are subject to a fine of up
to $5,000, imprisonment for up to 6 month s, or both  (18
U .S.C. 3571(e)).T h is proh ibition applies reg ardless of th e
presence or absence of sig ns.

     T h is map does not display nonmotorized uses, ov er-
snow uses, or oth er facilities and attractions on th e
Camino Real Rang er District. O btain forest visitor
information from th e local national forest office.

     Desig nated roads, trails and areas may also be subject
to temporary, emerg ency closures. As a visitor, you must
comply with  sig ns notifying  you of such  restrictions. A
national forest may issue an order to close a road, trail or
area on a temporary basis to protect th e life, h ealth , or
safety of forest visitors or th e natural or cultural resources
in th ese areas. Such  temporary and/or emerg ency
closures are consistent with  th e T rav el Manag ement Rule
(36 CFR 212.52 (b), 36 CFR 261 subpart B).

circumstances may a second v eh icle be used to
retriev e th e animal. T h e v eh icle driv en to th e animal
sh ould be of sufficient capacity th at only one trip is
necessary. T h e number of individuals w h o participate
in th e retriev al is limited only by th e v eh icle's

capacity, and th e willing ness of oth ers to w alk to and
from th e dow ned animal.

T h e v eh icle used to retriev e th e g ame may be
operated off th e route on N ational Forest Lands up
to th e distance specified on th e M V U M. If dow ned
g ame is furth er th an th e allow ed distance, th e
v eh icle may be driv en only th e specified distance
from th e desig nated route listed in th e Dispersed

Camping /Big  G ame Retriev al T able.

M V U M.T h is M V U M sh ow s th e N ational Forest System
roads, N ational Forest System trails, and th e areas on
N ational Forest System lands in th e Camino Real Rang er
District th at are desig nated for motor v eh icle use pursuant
to 36 CFR 212.51.  T h is M V U M also identifies th e v eh icle
classes allow ed on each  route and in each  area; and any
seasonal restrictions th at apply on th ose routes and in
th ose areas.
     Desig nation of a road, trail, or area for motor v eh icle use
by a particular class of v eh icle under 36 CFR 212.51
sh ould not be interpreted as encourag ing  or inv iting  use or
implying  th at th e road, trail, or area is passable, activ ely
maintained, or safe for trav el.  Motor v eh icle desig nations
include parking  along  desig nated routes and at facilities
associated with  desig nated routes w h en it is safe to do so
and w h en not causing  damag e to N ational Forest System
resources.  Seasonal w eath er conditions and natural
ev ents may render desig nated roads and trails impassable
for extended periods.  Desig nated areas may contain
dang erous or impassable terrain.  Many desig nated roads
and trails may be passable only by h ig h -clearance v eh icles
or four-w h eel-driv e v eh icles.  Maintenance of desig nated
roads and trails w ill depend on av ailable resources, and
many may receiv e little maintenance.
