Location: Whitshed Road mile 5.1  
Elevation: 50 ft - 1850 ft (15m -  563m)  
Length:  3.7 miles (5.9 km)                                                           
Recommended Season:  Summer, Fall                                     
Difficulty: Moderate/Difficult   
USGS Map(s): CORDOVA (B-5 & C-5) 
Time: 5.5 hours (round trip) 
Use: Medium       
 
The first section of trail follows the contour of Hartney Bay and offers excellent 
birdwatching and wildlife spotting opportunities.  Spawning salmon may also be 
viewed from mid-July to August.  The first mile of trail is a “17(b)” easement.*  The 
next two miles moderately climb through spruce-hemlock forest and muskeg 
areas scattered with wildflowers.  The last mile is a steep climb onto Heney Ridge 
following rock cairns above treeline.  Once on the ridge you are treated to 
spectacular views of the Copper River Delta, the Prince William Sound, and Kayak 
Island (on clear days). There are many unique wood structures to assist hikers 
with traversing the varied terrain.  The trail is muddy and wet in places, especially 
after heavy rain.
