Key Message:  
An expanded closure order for the Selway River Corridor will be issued soon, because the fire has crossed to the North side of the Selway River. Incident personnel are actively operating on this corridor. On the 464 and 443 road systems near Elk City, fire personnel are using heavy equipment to remove fuel and improve control lines. The public is urged to respect road closures where machinery and firefighters are active.

Current Status: 
Heavy winds pushed the wildfire across the Selway River onto the North side of the river on the evening of August 26th. Steady rain fell intermittently after the wind, reducing visibility, increasing smoke density and causing snags to fall. The bridges and structures protected in earlier firefighting operations are intact.

Weather and Fire Behavior:
Steady and at times heavy rain fell yesterday, moderating fire behavior but intensifying and thickening smoke. Humidity will continue to be high today. Showers, thunderstorms, and high humidity are forecasted to continue today. They may produce wetting rain and 30-40 mile per hour wind gusts. The thunderstorms will be slow moving and heavy at times with a potential for debris flows near burn scars.

Closures and Special Messages:
The current closure order for an area bounded by Indian Hill Trail, NSR 290, Meadow Creek Trail, Five Mile Contour Trail, Dent Point Trail, Divide Traill, Dent Point Trail, and NFSR 443, NFSR 464, NFSR 651, and NFSR 223 was issued on 8/23.
