Key Message:  
An expanded closure order for the Selway River Corridor will be issued soon, because the fire has crossed to the North side of the Selway River. Incident personnel are actively operating on this corridor. On the 464 and 443 road systems near Elk City, fire personnel are using heavy equipment to remove fuel and improve control lines. The public is urged to respect road closures where machinery and firefighters are active.

Current Status: 
Smoke cleared significantly yesterday, enabling fire personnel to engage in reconnaissance flights, scouting, and mapping to plan future firefighting operations. Spot fires were observed on Gedney Creek and Peterson Point on the Selway Corridor. While fire behavior was moderate yesterday due to high humidity and recent rains, temperatures are rising and fire behavior could increase today.

Weather and Fire Behavior:
Three tenths of an inch of rain fell on Wednesday on the Selway River, moderating fire behavior yesterday, but yesterday’s sunny weather began drying fuels. Hot and dry weather with little cloud cover are expected today and through the weekend. These conditions will lead to enhanced fire behavior today and through the weekend.
