	Notes

	State Fire Assistance (WFCF) funding accomplishments should be reported under SFA.  Report federal funds only unless otherwise noted.  
Planned module entries:  Entries into the “Planned” module include any activities that the grantee intends to accomplish once the grant is awarded.  
Actual module entries:  Entries in the “Actual” module should include any activities that are ultimately completed utilizing funding for the year the grant was awarded, regardless of the year that the activities were ultimately completed.  For example, the acres treated under a 2016 grant awarded to complete acres of hazardous fuels treatments should be entered as accomplished in the 2016 “Actual” portion of the database, even if the treatments utilizing the 2016 grant funding are completed in 2017 and 2018. 
Use the “Notes” section in the data entry fields to further clarify the data that was entered into that section.

	Administration

	Total $ used to administer program: 
Planned:  Enter the total dollar amount of the SFA funding available that is planned to be used to administer the SFA program.
Actual:  Enter the total dollar amount used to administer the SFA program.
NOTE:  Administration can include both A) funding a position to manage the program or B) other costs associated with general management and administrative support to the program. 

	Preparedness

	Total $ expended for preparedness activities : 
Planned:  Enter the total dollar amount of SFA funding planned to be used for preparedness.
Actual:  Enter the total dollar amount of SFA funding that was used for preparedness activities.
NOTE:  Preparedness activities include development or maintenance of fire readiness/preparedness plans, and/or facility maintenance, and all personnel costs that support these activities.

	Suppression/Support

	Total $ expended for suppression operation & support: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Planned:  Enter the total dollar amount of SFA funding planned for suppression operations and support functions. 
Actual:  Enter the total dollar amount expended on suppression operations and support functions.
NOTE:  Suppression operations and support functions include costs for dispatch/coordination centers, initial/extended attack fire suppression, law enforcement, and all personnel that support these functions.

	Equipment (see note on page 2)

	Total $ used to purchase, maintain or rehab all types of equipment: 
Planned:  Enter the dollar amount of SFA funding planned to purchase, maintain or rehab all types of equipment and/or apparatus.
Actual:  Enter the total dollar amount spent to purchase, maintain or rehab all types of equipment and/or apparatus.




	Equipment (continued)

	NOTE:  If SFA funds were used to support FEPP program (transportation costs, grantee rehab costs, etc.), then include the amount spent as part of this section.  Equipment Definition:  For the purposes of NFPORS reporting, equipment includes nonexpendable, tangible personal property having a useful life of more than one year and an acquisition cost of $5,000 or more per unit as well as any items that may or may not met this definition such as,  PPE, generators, engines, tractor plow / dozer units, slip-ons, pumps, radios, pagers, dry hydrants, leaf blowers, rehab of FEPP or other apparatus, and maintenance of communications systems, etc.

	Training

	Total # of personnel trained/Total $ expended: 
Planned:  Enter the total number of personnel planned to receive training with federal funds through the SFA program.  Enter the total dollar amount of SFA funding available that is planned for training.
Actual:  Enter the total number of personnel that received training with federal funds through the SFA program.  Enter the total dollar amount awarded to provide the training reported under this activity.
NOTE:  Personnel means that the trainee is a grantee employee associated with the grantee’s agency, or other grantee, career fire service, volunteer, or non-profit organization.

	Community Mitigation and Hazardous Fuels

	Total # of applications received/Total $ requested (includes federal and non-federal funds):  Enter the total number of applications received by each state.  Enter the total dollar amount of assistance requested.  Do not include matching funds or in kind contributions.  (Shows the total need.)
NOTE:  This section provides information that shows Community Mitigation / Hazardous Fuels needs through applications received.  Applications may include formal or informal requests.  Currently the database states federal funds only.  The database will be updated to reflect federal and non-federal funds.
Total # of applications approved/Total $ awarded:  Enter the total number of applications approved to receive federal funds.  Enter the total dollar amount awarded. 
NOTE:  This is for actual SFA only.  
Total number # of Fire Management Plans, Risk Assessments, or equivalents completed/Total $ awarded/Total # of communities directly assisted: 
Planned:  Enter the total number of Community Wildfire Protection Plans, Fire Management Plans, Risk Assessments or equivalent planned to be completed with SFA funding.  Enter the dollar amount of the SFA funds planned for completing Community Wildfire Protection Plans, Fire Management Plans, Risk Assessments or equivalent.  Enter the total number of communities that may be directly assisted.
Actual:  Enter the total number of Community Wildfire Protection Plans, Fire Management Plans, Risk Assessments or equivalent completed using SFA funding.  Enter the total dollar amount of federal SFA funds spent to complete Community Wildfire Protection Plans, Fire Management Plans, Risk Assessments or equivalent.  Enter the total number of communities that were directly assisted.  
NOTE:  Risk assessments are community or neighborhood level; individual home assessments are part of a community or neighborhood level assessment.
Total # of prevention or education programs conducted or implemented (e.g. schools, civic, open houses, mass mailings, teacher packets)/Total $ amount/Total # of communities directly assisted: 
Planned:  Enter the total number of prevention and education programs planned with SFA funding.  Enter the total dollar amount of available SFA funding planned to complete these activities.




	Community Mitigation and Hazardous Fuels (continued)

	Actual:  Enter the total number of prevention and education programs conducted or implemented with federal SFA funding.  Enter the total dollar amount used to complete these activities. 
NOTE:  Prevention or education programs include items such as school programs, messaging for civic organizations, open houses, parades, and mass mailings, such as teacher packets.  Mass mailings or teacher packets will be reported as one activity for each project mailing.  Do not report the total number of packets mailed or produced.
Total # of hazardous fuels reduction or mitigation projects conducted/Total $ expended/Total # of communities directly or indirectly assisted: 
Planned:  Enter the total number of hazardous fuels reduction or mitigation projects that are planned.  Enter the total dollar amount to be expended.  Enter the total number of communities expected to be assisted. 
Actual:  Enter the total number of hazardous fuels reduction or mitigation projects conducted.  Enter the total dollar amount expended.  Enter the total number of communities assisted. 
NOTE:  Examples of hazardous fuels reduction projects are prescribed burn and mechanical fuel reduction units.  Mitigation Projects may include signage, addressing, and rural water delivery enhancement.  Hazardous fuel reduction treatments will be reported as projects planned and completed per individual treatment (4 separate locations or communities should be reported as 4 separate activities).  Education components to these hazardous fuels reduction or mitigation projects are included in this section.
Total # of acres treated to reduce hazardous fuels: 
Planned:  Enter the total number of acres planned to be treated to reduce hazardous fuels using SFA grant funds.  Acres need to be entered in separate categories between prescribed burn and mechanical.  
Actual:  Enter the total number of acres treated to reduce hazardous fuels using SFA grant funds.  Acres need to be entered in separate categories between prescribed burn and mechanical.
# of acres treated to reduce hazardous fuels (leveraged through federal funding):
Planned:  Enter the total number of acres planned for hazardous fuel reduction treatments where federal SFA funding will be used in support of but not a direct charge to SFA funds to make the treatment possible.  Acres need to be entered in separate categories between prescribed burn and mechanical.
Actual:  Enter the total number of acres treated to reduce hazardous fuels where federal SFA funding used in support of but not a direct charge to SFA funds made the treatment possible.  Acres need to be entered in separate categories between prescribed burn and mechanical.
NOTE:  For example, 1) SFA funding was used to fund a position that enabled treatment of acres even though the grant did not pay for the treatment directly, 2) SFA funds were used with other funds or in kind services to treat an area, 3) SFA funds were used to provide training to those planning and implementing the treatment.
Total # of acres treated by mechanical means with by-products utilized: 
Planned:  Enter the total number of acres planned to be treated by mechanical means with by-products utilized.
Actual:  Enter the total number of acres treated by mechanical means with by-products utilized.
NOTE:  Mechanical (Treatment) – describes work that manually or mechanically removes or modifies fuel load structures.  Mechanical means includes activities like hydro axing, hand cutting, etc.  Biomass Utilization – At the end of a Mechanical Treatment, if biomass is available, then the user is asked if the biomass was actually utilized.  Biomass utilization is the offer, sale, trade, harvest, or use of vegetative material to produce a product, including energy.  Biomass chipped and spread on-site to reduce fuels is not considered biomass utilized.  Biomass removed and hauled to a landfill or not used as listed above is not considered utilized.

	Total # of communities assisted not previously accounted for under previous SFA categories: 
Planned:  Enter the total number of communities that are planned to receive assistance as a result of federal SFA funding that has not been previously reported within SFA categories listed above.
Actual:  Enter the total number of communities that received assistance as a result of federal SFA funding that has not been previously reported within SFA categories listed above.
NOTE:  Example – FEPP uses SFA and impacts 40 communities

	Total Grant $ for this FY

	This is an automated total of all the costs except for the total dollars of applications requested and approved.  This amount should not exceed the total SFA grant funding awarded.

	Communities at Risk (CAR)

	NOTE: This section’s information is for Performance Measure purposes only.
Total # of CAR in State:  The number of CAR should be identified by the State Forester or equivalent.  The number of CAR identified in the state should reflect the number of CAR in the year the grant was awarded.  
CAR covered by CWPP or equivalent:  The number of CAR covered by a CWPP or equivalent should be identified by the State Forester or equivalent.  The reported number should include the number of CAR covered by a CWPP or equivalent for the year the grant was initially awarded and should not be updated or changed in the “Actual” portion of the database for changes in future years.  
CAR at reduced risk:  The number of CAR at reduced risk should be identified by the State Forester or equivalent.  
# of other communities at reduced risk:  The number of other communities not included in the CAR for the state that are at reduced risk should be identified by the State Forester or equivalent.

	Applications

	Total # applications received/Total $ Requested (includes federal and non-federal funds):  Enter the total number of applications or requests received.  Enter the total dollar amount of assistance requested and does not include matching funds or in kind contributions.  (Shows the total need.)
Total # of applications approved/Total $ Awarded:  Enter the total number of applications or requests approved to receive funding.  Enter the total dollar amount awarded for the approved applications or requests.
NOTE:  This section provides information that shows the other State Fire Assistance funding needs through applications received.  Applications may include formal or informal requests.  For example, SFA requests/applications that come in for training.

	Reporting Requirements
