STATE FIRE ASSISTANCE (SFA) DEFINITIONS AND BUSINESS RULES
NOTES: 
· Planned module entries: Entries into the “Planned” module include any activities that the state believes they are going to accomplish once the grants are awarded.  
· Actual module entries: Entries in the “Actual” module should include any activities that are ultimately completed utilizing funding for the year the grant was awarded, regardless of the year that the activities were ultimately completed.  Thus, a State given a grant in 2006 to complete 5,000 acres in hazardous fuels treatments should enter those acres as accomplished in 2006 “Actual” portion of the database, even when the treatments utilizing the 2006 grant funding are ultimately completed during 2007 and 2008. 
Administration: 

· Total $ (Report federal SFA funds only) used to administer program: Enter the total dollar $ amount (federal SFA grant funds only) used by the State to administer the SFA program.

Preparedness: 

· Total $ (Report federal SFA funds only) expended for preparedness activities: Enter the total dollar $ amount (report federal SFA funds only) earmarked for preparedness activities, used by the State to perform or support the following activities: development or maintenance of fire readiness/preparedness plans, personnel costs, and/or facility maintenance.

Suppression / Support:

· Total $ (Report federal funds only) expended for suppression operation & support: Enter the total dollar $ amount (report federal SFA funds only) expended on suppression operations or support functions (e.g., dispatch centers, initial/extended attack fire suppression, law enforcement).

Equipment:

· Total $ (Report federal funds only) used to purchase, maintain or rehab all types of equipment: Enter the total dollar $ amount (report federal SFA funds only) used to purchase, maintain or rehab all types of equipment and/or apparatus. (e.g., PPE, generators, engines, tractor plow / dozer units, slip-ons, pumps, radios, pagers, dry hydrants, leaf blowers, rehab FEPP or other apparatus, maintain communications systems, etc.)


Training: 

· Total # of personnel trained / Total $ (Report federal SFA funds only): Enter the total number of personnel that received training this reporting period with federal funds through the SFA program. (Agency personnel means that the trainee is a State employee associated with the State Forestry agency, or other state, career fire service, volunteer, or non-profit organization). Enter the total dollar $ amount (report federal SFA funds only) expended to provide the training reported under this activity.
Community Mitigation and Hazardous Fuels: 
Note: Hazard fuel reduction “planned activity” treatments will be reported as projects planned and completed per individual treatment (4 separate locations or communities should be reported as 4 separate activities).  
· Total # of applications received / Total $ requested: For Planned, enter the total number of applications received, and the total dollar $ amount requested, entering an estimate if final numbers aren’t available at the time the database closes.  For Actual, enter the total number of applications received, and the total amount of funding requested for the grant year.   
· Total # of applications approved / Total $ awarded: Enter the total # of applications that were approved for funding, and the associated dollar $ of grant funding awarded (Actual SFA).  
· Total number # of Fire Management Plans, Risk Assessments, or equivalents completed / Total $ awarded / Total # of communities directly assisted: Enter the total number # of Fire Management Plans, Risk Assessments or equivalent completed with SFA funding.  Enter the total dollar $ amount of federal SFA funds used to complete Community Fire Management Plans, Risk Assessments or equivalent.  Enter the total number # of communities that were directly assisted.  
· Total # of prevention or educational programs conducted or implemented: Enter the total number # of prevention programs or campaigns conducted or implemented with federal SFA funding. (e.g., school programs, civic organizations, Fire Department Open Houses, parades, mass mailings, such as teacher packets, etc.  Mass mailings or teacher packets will be reported as 1 activity for each project mailing.  Do not report the total number of packets mailed or produced). Enter the total dollar $ amount used to complete these activities (report federal SFA funds only).

· Total # of hazardous fuels reduction or mitigation projects conducted / Total # of communities directly or indirectly assisted: Enter the total # of hazard fuels reduction or mitigation projects conducted (e.g., Rxfire and mechanical fuel reduction, Community Firewise or Defensible Space projects, rural water delivery enhancement).  Enter the total $ amount (report federal funds only) expended.  Enter the total # of communities assisted. 
· Total # of acres treated to reduce hazardous fuels (direct federal grant only): Enter the total # of acres treated to reduce hazardous fuels where the acres treated were accomplished directly due to an SFA grant to accomplish hazardous fuel reduction.   Treated acres should be counted based on the treatment activity, not on the “footprint,” (i.e., a 10-acre land parcel may be mowed for 10 acres of accomplishment, hand thinned on five of the acres, and hand piles burned on five of the acres, for a total of 20 acres of accomplishment).
· # of acres treated to reduce hazardous fuels (leveraged through federal funding): Enter the total # of acres treated to reduce hazardous fuels where federal SFA funding made treatment possible.  (e.g., SFA grant used to fund a position that enabled treatment of acres, even though the grant did not pay for the treatment directly.)  
· Total # of acres treated with by-products utilized: Enter the total # of acres treated with by-products utilized.

· Total # of communities assisted not previously accounted for under previous SFA categories: Enter the total number of communities that received assistance as a result of federal SFA funding that have not been previously reported under SFA categories in NFPORS.
Communities At Risk (CAR): (Note: For Performance Measure purposes only) 
· Total # of CAR in State:  The number of CAR should be identified by the State Forester or equivalent.  The number of CAR identified in the State should include the number of CAR for the year the grant was initially offered.  
· CAR covered by CWPP or equivalent: The # of CAR covered by a CWPP or equivalent should be identified by the State Forester or equivalent.  The # should include the # of CAR covered by a CWPP or equivalent for the year the grant was initially awarded, and should not be updated or changed in the “Actual” portion of the database for changes for future years.  
· CAR at reduced risk: The # of CAR at reduced risk should be identified by the State Forester or equivalent.  A community is at reduced risk if it has satisfied at least one of the following requirements: 1. Recognized as a Firewise community or equivalent, or 2. Enacted a mitigation/fire prevention ordinance, or 3. High priority hazardous fuels identified in a CWPP are reduced or appropriate fuel levels on such lands are maintained in accordance with a plan schedule.
· # of other communities at reduced risk: Enter the number of communities other than CAR that would satisfy at least one of the following requirements: 1. Recognized as a Firewise community or equivalent, or 2. Enacted a mitigation/fire prevention ordinance, or 3. High priority hazardous fuels identified in a CWPP are reduced or appropriate fuel levels on such lands are maintained in accordance with a plan schedule.
