Hi Deanna.  I want to take this opportunity to clarify the testimony myself and Chad
VanOrmer provided to the Southeast Subsistence RAC on November 5, 2019.  In our dialogue
with the committee we were unable to confirm whether a determination of significance will be
made in the environmental impact statement (EIS) being developed for the Alaska Roadless
Rulemaking project.  I have talked with Regional Forester Dave Schmid and confirmed that in
fact there will be a determination of significance made for subsistence resources in the EIS
and record of decision.  I also want to correct for the record that in the development of the
2016 Tongass Forest Plan there was a determination of significance made for subsistence
resources.  Regional Forester Dave Schmid will follow up more formally with a letter to the
RAC further documenting our intention for the rulemaking project.
 
I apologize for any confusion this may have caused and look forward to our continued work
together.
