North Cascade Smokejumpers will operate out of nearby airports as necessary throughout the 
closure period.  Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) Aviation will issue an airport closure 
and Notice to Airmen (NOTAM).  The airport’s Automated Weather Observation Station (AWOS) will remain 
operational through this period.
